In April, the Job Fair for Foreigners was held on three consecutive weekends in Beijing,
Shanghai and Guangzhou.Since 2005, the Job Fair has witnessed a rapid increase
of demand for foreign professionals, with more and more well-educated foreign job-
hunters. In Beijing, 130 companies and institutes provide 1600 vacancies, and over
1200 foreign job-hunters looked for new chances.
