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Tech-enabled Medical Homes Squeeze
Out Care Costs

The central ingredient of the patient-centered medical home
(PCMH) model is information. Data flows among primary care
physicians (PCPs), specialists and other providers, theoretically
providing access to complete clinical information for each
patient to make the most informed treatment decision.

Much hope has been placed on the PCMH concept. The
healthcare industry and federal government are allocating
millions of dollars in funding to show that it can deliver better
care. Many health plans are implementing multiple pilots, and
innovative primary care practices are participating in programs
with one or more plans.

The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act expands PCMH
pilot projects, and providers are negotiating with the federal
government to allow PCMH pilots to qualify for incentives
under Meaningful Use.

Additionally, nearly 45 states and the District of Columbia
have passed more than 330 pieces of legislation related to the
PCMH model, according to the Patient Centered Primary Care
Collaborative. Federal agencies such as the Department of
Veterans Affairs are pursuing PCMH demonstration projects.
